Background




Therefore, in line with the actions taken by the US authorities, and although there is no
evidence that contaminated wheat gluten or rice protein concentrate or any other protein
source originating from China has been imported into the EU, Member States have been
asked by the Commission to control consignments of wheat gluten, corn gluten, comn
meal, soy protein, rice bran and rice protein concentrate originating from third countries
and in particular from China, for the presence of melamine and structurally related
compounds (such as cyanuric acid, ammeline and ammelide) and to report the results of
the control (both favourable and unfavourable) to the Commission through the RASFF.
Besides their use in feed, mainly pet food, these ingredients can also be used in bread,
pastas, pizza dough, baby food, foods for gluten allergic people, etc...

Terms of reference
In accordance with Article 29 (1) (a) of Regulation (EC) No 178/2002, the European

Commission asks the European Food Safety Authority to provide urgently a

scientific opinion on the risks to animal and human related to presence of melamine

and structurally related compounds (such as cyanuric acid, ammeline and ammelide)
